MENTATION. 10

(a) PLAN OF IMPLEMENTATION.— 11

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 90 days after 12

the date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary 13
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shall develop a plan for implementing this Act and 1

the amendments made by this Act. 2

(2) REQUIREMENTS.—In developing the plan 3

under paragraph (1), the Secretary shall— 4

(A) identify each provision of this Act (or 5

an amendment made by this Act) that will re-6

quire— 7

(i) the development and issuance of 8

guidance, including whether that guidance 9

will be significant guidance; 10

(ii) the development and issuance of a 11

rule; or 12

(iii) appropriations; 13

(B) develop timelines for the issuance of— 14

(i) any guidance described in subpara-15

graph (A)(i); and 16

(ii) each rule described in subpara-17

graph (A)(ii); and 18

(C) establish a process to disseminate in-19

formation about this Act and the amendments 20

made by this Act to each District and Division 21

Office of the Corps of Engineers. 22

(3) TRANSMITTAL.—On completion of the plan 23

under paragraph (1), the Secretary shall transmit 24

the plan to— 25
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(A) the Committee on Environment and 1

Public Works of the Senate; and 2

(B) the Committee on Transportation and 3

Infrastructure of the House of Representatives. 4

(b) IMPLEMENTATION OF PRIOR WATER RESOURCES 5

DEVELOPMENT LAWS.— 6

(1) DEFINITION OF PRIOR WATER RESOURCES 7

DEVELOPMENT LAW.—In this subsection, the term 8

‘‘prior water resources development law’’ means each 9

of the following (including the amendments made by 10

any of the following): 11

(A) The Water Resources Development Act 12

of 2000 (Public Law 106–541; 114 Stat. 13

2572). 14

(B) The Water Resources Development 15

Act of 2007 (Public Law 110–114; 121 Stat. 16

1041). 17

(C) The Water Resources Reform and De-18

velopment Act of 2014 (Public Law 113–121; 19

128 Stat. 1193). 20

(D) The Water Infrastructure Improve-21

ments for the Nation Act (Public Law 114– 22

322; 130 Stat. 1628). 23
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(E) The America’s Water Infrastructure 1

Act of 2018 (Public Law 115–270; 132 Stat. 2

3765). 3

(F) Division AA of the Consolidated Ap-4

propriations Act, 2021 (Public Law 116–260; 5

134 Stat. 2615). 6

(G) Title LXXXI of division H of the 7

James M. Inhofe National Defense Authoriza-8

tion Act for Fiscal Year 2023 (Public Law 9

117–263; 136 Stat. 3691). 10

(2) NOTICE.— 11

(A) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 60 days 12

after the date of enactment of this Act, the Sec-13

retary shall submit to the Committee on Envi-14

ronment and Public Works of the Senate and 15

the Committee on Transportation and Infra-16

structure of the House of Representatives a 17

written notice of the status of efforts by the 18

Secretary to implement the prior water re-19

sources development laws. 20

(B) CONTENTS.— 21

(i) IN GENERAL.—As part of the no-22

tice under subparagraph (A), the Secretary 23

shall include a list describing each provi-24

sion of a prior water resources develop-25
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ment law that has not been fully imple-1

mented as of the date of submission of the 2

notice. 3

(ii) ADDITIONAL INFORMATION.—For 4

each provision included on the list under 5

clause (i), the Secretary shall— 6

(I) establish a timeline for imple-7

menting the provision; 8

(II) provide a description of the 9

status of the provision in the imple-10

mentation process; and 11

(III) provide an explanation for 12

the delay in implementing the provi-13

sion. 14

(3) BRIEFINGS.— 15

(A) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 180 16

days after the date of enactment of this Act, 17

and every 90 days thereafter until the Chairs of 18

the Committee on Environment and Public 19

Works of the Senate and the Committee on 20

Transportation and Infrastructure of the House 21

of Representatives determine that this Act, the 22

amendments made by this Act, and prior water 23

resources development laws are fully imple-24

mented, the Secretary shall provide to relevant 25
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congressional committees a briefing on the im-1

plementation of this Act, the amendments made 2

by this Act, and prior water resources develop-3

ment laws. 4

(B) INCLUSIONS.—A briefing under sub-5

paragraph (A) shall include— 6

(i) updates to the implementation plan 7

under subsection (a); and 8

(ii) updates to the written notice 9

under paragraph (2). 10

(c) ADDITIONAL NOTICE PENDING ISSUANCE.—Not 11

later than 30 days before issuing any guidance, rule, no-12

tice in the Federal Register, or other documentation re-13

quired to implement this Act, an amendment made by this 14

Act, or a prior water resources development law (as de-15

fined in subsection (b)(1)), the Secretary shall submit to 16

the Committee on Environment and Public Works of the 17

Senate and the Committee on Transportation and Infra-18

structure of the House of Representatives a written notice 19

regarding the pending issuance. 20

(d) WRDA IMPLEMENTATION TEAM.— 21

(1) DEFINITIONS.—In this subsection: 22

(A) PRIOR WATER RESOURCES DEVELOP-23

MENT LAW.—The term ‘‘prior water resources 24
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development law’’ has the meaning given the 1

term in subsection (b)(1). 2

(B) TEAM.—The term ‘‘team’’ means the 3

Water Resources Development Act implementa-4

tion team established under paragraph (2). 5

(2) ESTABLISHMENT.—The Secretary shall es-6

tablish a Water Resources Development Act imple-7

mentation team that shall consist of current employ-8

ees of the Federal Government, including— 9

(A) not fewer than 2 employees in the Of-10

fice of the Assistant Secretary of the Army for 11

Civil Works; 12

(B) not fewer than 2 employees at the 13

headquarters of the Corps of Engineers; and 14

(C) a representative of each district and 15

division of the Corps of Engineers. 16

(3) DUTIES.—The team shall be responsible for 17

assisting with the implementation of this Act, the 18

amendments made by this Act, and prior water re-19

sources development laws, including— 20

(A) performing ongoing outreach to— 21

(i) Congress; and 22

(ii) employees and servicemembers 23

stationed in districts and divisions of the 24

Corps of Engineers to ensure that all 25
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Corps of Engineers employees are aware of 1

and implementing provisions of this Act, 2

the amendments made by this Act, and 3

prior water resources development laws, in 4

a manner consistent with congressional in-5

tent; 6

(B) identifying any issues with implemen-7

tation of a provision of this Act, the amend-8

ments made by this Act, and prior water re-9

sources development laws at the district, divi-10

sion, or national level; 11

(C) resolving the issues identified under 12

subparagraph (B), in consultation with Corps 13

of Engineers leadership and the Secretary; and 14

(D) ensuring that any interpretation devel-15

oped as a result of the process under subpara-16

graph (C) is consistent with congressional in-17

tent for this Act, the amendments made by this 18

Act, and prior water resources development 19

laws. 20

SEC. 102. PRIOR GUIDANCE. 21

Not later than 180 days after the date of enactment 22

of this Act, the Secretary shall issue the guidance required 23

pursuant to each of the following provisions: 24

to pay. 12

(b) ABILITY TO PAY.—Section 103(m) of the Water 13

Resources Development Act of 1986 (33 U.S.C. 2213(m)) 14

is amended by adding the end the following: 15

‘‘(5) CONGRESSIONAL NOTIFICATION.— 16

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall 17

annually submit to the Committee on Environ-18

ment and Public Works of the Senate and the 19

Committee on Transportation and Infrastruc-20

ture of the House of Representatives written 21

notification of determinations made by the Sec-22

retary of the ability of non-Federal interests to 23

pay under this subsection. 24
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‘‘(B) CONTENTS.—In preparing the writ-1

ten notification under subparagraph (A), the 2

Secretary shall include, for each determination 3

made by the Secretary— 4

‘‘(i) the name of the non-Federal in-5

terest that submitted to the Secretary a re-6

quest for a determination under this sub-7

section; 8

‘‘(ii) the name and location of the 9

project; and 10

‘‘(iii) the determination made by the 11

Secretary and the reasons for the deter-12

mination, including the adjusted share of 13

the costs of the project of the non-Federal 14

interest, if applicable.’’. 15

(c) TRIBAL PARTNERSHIP PROGRAM.—Section 16

203(d) of the Water Resources Development Act of 2000 17

(33 U.S.C. 2269(d)) is amended by adding at the end the 18

following: 19

‘‘(7) CONGRESSIONAL NOTIFICATION.— 20

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall 21

annually submit to the Committee on Environ-22

ment and Public Works of the Senate and the 23

Committee on Transportation and Infrastruc-24

ture of the House of Representatives written 25
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notification of determinations made by the Sec-1

retary of the ability of non-Federal interests to 2

pay under this subsection. 3

‘‘(B) CONTENTS.—In preparing the writ-4

ten notification under subparagraph (A), the 5

Secretary shall include, for each determination 6

made by the Secretary— 7

‘‘(i) the name of the non-Federal in-8

terest that submitted to the Secretary a re-9

quest for a determination under paragraph 10

(1)(B)(ii); 11

‘‘(ii) the name and location of the 12

project; and 13

‘‘(iii) the determination made by the 14

Secretary and the reasons for the deter-15

mination, including the adjusted share of 16

the costs of the project of the non-Federal 17

interest, if applicable.’’. 18

SEC. 104. FEDERAL INTEREST DETERMINATIONS. 19

Section 905(b) of the Water Resources Development 20

Act of 1986 (33 U.S.C. 2282(b)) is amended— 21

(1) by striking paragraph (1) and inserting the 22

following: 23

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.— 24
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‘‘(A) IDENTIFICATION.—As part of the 1

submission of a work plan to Congress pursu-2

ant to the joint explanatory statement for an 3

annual appropriations Act or as part of the 4

submission of a spend plan to Congress for a 5

supplemental appropriations Act under which 6

the Corps of Engineers receives funding, the 7

Secretary shall identify the studies in the 8

plan— 9

‘‘(i) for which the Secretary plans to 10

prepare a feasibility report under sub-11

section (a) that will benefit— 12

‘‘(I) an economically disadvan-13

taged community (as defined pursuant 14

to section 160 of the Water Resources 15

Development Act of 2020 (33 U.S.C. 16

2201 note; Public Law 116–260)); or 17

‘‘(II) a community other than a 18

community described in subclause (I); 19

and 20

‘‘(ii) that are designated as a new 21

start under the work plan. 22

‘‘(B) DETERMINATION.— 23

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—After identifying 24

the studies under subparagraph (A) and 25
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subject to subparagraph (C), the Secretary 1

shall, with the consent of the applicable 2

non-Federal interest for the study, first de-3

termine the Federal interest in carrying 4

out the study and the projects that may be 5

proposed in the study. 6

‘‘(ii) FEASIBILITY COST SHARE 7

AGREEMENT.—The Secretary may make a 8

determination under clause (i) prior to the 9

execution of a feasibility cost share agree-10

ment between the Secretary and the non- 11

Federal interest. 12

‘‘(C) LIMITATION.—For each fiscal year, 13

the Secretary may not make a determination 14

under subparagraph (B) for more than 20 stud-15

ies identified under subparagraph (A)(i)(II). 16

‘‘(D) APPLICATION.— 17

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—Subject to clause 18

(ii) and with the consent of the non-Fed-19

eral interest, the Secretary may use the 20

authority provided under this subsection 21

for a study in a work plan submitted to 22

Congress prior to the date of enactment of 23

the Water Resources Development Act of 24
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2024 if the study otherwise meets the re-1

quirements described in subparagraph (A). 2

‘‘(ii) LIMITATION.—Subparagraph (C) 3

shall apply to the use of authority under 4

clause (i).’’; 5

(2) in paragraph (2)— 6

(A) in subparagraph (A), by striking 7

‘‘and’’ at the end; 8

(B) in subparagraph (B), by striking the 9

period and inserting ‘‘; and’’; and 10

(C) by adding at the end the following: 11

‘‘(C) shall be paid from the funding pro-12

vided for the study in the applicable work plan 13

described in that paragraph.’’; and 14

(3) by adding at the end the following: 15

‘‘(6) POST-DETERMINATION WORK.—A study 16

under this section shall continue after a determina-17

tion under paragraph (1)(B)(i) without a new invest-18

ment decision.’’. 19

SEC. 105. ANNUAL REPORT TO CONGRESS. 20

Section 7001 of the Water Resources Reform and De-21

velopment Act of 2014 (33 U.S.C. 2282d) is amended— 22

(1) by redesignating subsection (g) as sub-23

section (i); and 24
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(2) by inserting after subsection (f) the fol-1

lowing: 2

‘‘(g) NON-FEDERAL INTEREST NOTIFICATION.— 3

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—After the publication of the 4

annual report under subsection (f), if the proposal of 5

a non-Federal interest submitted under subsection 6

(b) was included by the Secretary in the appendix 7

under subsection (c)(4), the Secretary shall provide 8

written notification to the non-Federal interest of 9

such inclusion. 10

‘‘(2) DEBRIEF.— 11

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 30 12

days after the date on which a non-Federal in-13

terest receives the written notification under 14

paragraph (1), the non-Federal interest shall 15

notify the Secretary that the non-Federal inter-16

est is requesting a debrief under this para-17

graph. 18

‘‘(B) RESPONSE.—If a non-Federal inter-19

est requests a debrief under this paragraph, the 20

Secretary shall provide the debrief to the non- 21

Federal interest by not later than 60 days after 22

the date on which the Secretary receives the re-23

quest for the debrief. 24
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‘‘(C) INCLUSIONS.—The debrief provided 1

by the Secretary under this paragraph shall in-2

clude— 3

‘‘(i) an explanation of the reasons that 4

the proposal was included in the appendix 5

under subsection (c)(4); and 6

‘‘(ii) a description of— 7

‘‘(I) any revisions to the proposal 8

that may allow the proposal to be in-9

cluded in a subsequent annual report, 10

to the maximum extent practicable; 11

‘‘(II) other existing authorities of 12

the Secretary that may be used to ad-13

dress the need that prompted the pro-14

posal, if applicable; and 15

‘‘(III) any other information that 16

the Secretary determines to be appro-17

priate. 18

‘‘(h) CONGRESSIONAL NOTIFICATION.—Not later 19

than 30 days after the publication of the annual report 20

under subsection (f), for each proposal included in that 21

annual report or appendix, the Secretary shall notify each 22

Member of Congress that represents the State in which 23

that proposal will be located that the proposal was in-24

cluded the annual report or the appendix.’’. 25
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SEC. 106. PROCESSING TIMELINES. 1

Not later than 30 days after the end of each fiscal 2

year, the Secretary shall ensure that the public website 3

for the ‘‘permit finder’’ of the Corps of Engineers accu-4

rately reflects the current status of projects for which a 5

permit was, or is being, processed using amounts accepted 6

under section 214 of the Water Resources Development 7

Act of 2000 (33 U.S.C. 2352). 8

SEC. 107. SERVICES OF VOLUNTEERS. 9

The seventeenth paragraph under the heading ‘‘GEN-10

ERAL PROVISIONS’’ under the heading ‘‘CORPS OF ENGI-11
